adding to its land position.

The Company also has a permit in place to conduct the next round of drilling at
White Rock to expand and fill in the currently known mineralized area.

Management has been active in the ongoing general daily responsibilities in
regard to corporate and administrative matters.

Mr. Bentz has assisted Paramount Gold in
receiving its Notice to Proceed from Oregon's Department of Geology and
Mineral Industries (DOGAMI) for Paramount's nearby Grassy Mountain project,
which is also in Malheur County. Provenance expects his knowledge and
background will assist the Company in similarly advancing its Eldorado gold
project.
